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Travel Grant

One of the biggest differences that | see between life on the Miskito
Coast of Honduras and life in the United States is access to medical care.
If children in the US are born with a repairable birth defect, they are going
to receive the needed medical treatment. In La Mosquito, the average
parent can not afford to buy an air plane ticket to fly to the capital to get
treatment for their child.

A grant from Rotary International made it possible to pay for these
children to have medical treatment over the past three years. However,
the grant has been depleted. When | was last in Honduras, three babies

A rdeformities) needed to travel for treatment.
Mabank UMC agreed to pay the expenses for the
- first facial surgery in October. Several of the
teenage girls who were part of the Allen UMC
group, raised the $500 needed for one of the
hydrocephalic babies to travel for treatment. We

hope that another Rotary Grant can be obtained
soon.

The contents of a container shipment arrived in Puerto Lempira on July
3rd. Katrina said it felt like Christmas in July. She also wanted to thank
everyone who donated items and money to help send the much needed
items.

The latest container arrived November 29 and contained school
supplies , food, medical and dental supplies, and many other items. There
were also construction materials needed to increase the size of the guest
house.

Habitat for Humanity did a study to evaluate the possibility of building
houses in Puerto Lempira. The Dallas Habitat has agreed to partner with
Honduras Habitat and has sent them $60,000
and pledged $40,000 more. They plan to start
building in January 2011.

The habitat groups plan on staying in the
guest house at the House of Hope. We
currently have 16 beds and construction has
begun to add 2 more bedrooms with 16 more
beds to be able to have larger groups.
